Here is what is important:  each 'bank' of outputs should be matched 

(ie Q238/240/242, or Q232/234/236), and both banks in a channel should 

be of a complimentary type.  

Make sure that all of the 0.15 ohm emitter resistors (R281-R292) are good.  They can fail open when an output transistor fails.  Don't forget that the insulators and heat sink compound (yucky white goo) are very important. Original .15 ohm were inductive replace all with newer non-inductive
